Each concept game consists of a large number of
cases. Each of the cases is either an example of a
particular concept, an example of something that
does not fall under that concept, or a borderline case.
However, it is never entirely obvious which category a
case falls in. Students must grapple with categorising
these cases, and in the process they explore and refine
their definition of the concept. The process swings
easily between the concrete and the abstract. The
students construct definitions and test them with
concrete cases, then they can modify, accept or reject
the definitions. The students agree and disagree with
each other, leading to the group building up their
own detailed understanding of the concept under
investigation.
